Mentor Information
Thanks for your interest in becoming a mentor for Young Women Empowered (Y-WE). When you get involved with Y-WE, you join a high-spirited, intergenerational, multicultural community of women ages 13 and up who are dedicated to building a positive future for themselves and the world.   
The main objective of our mentoring programs is to support young women and adult mentors as they experience the diverse benefits of a mentoring relationship. As a mentor, you will be involved in a wide range of activities, which could include: working with young women on a service project, offering young women career-building opportunities, going on college visits, assisting with our retreats or sharing your talents and gifts through leading workshops.  
The Commitment: Pre-program mentor training, Monthly meetings with the girls, Two 2- night retreats for mentors involved with the Y-WE Lead program only, support at the International Dinner, and becoming a champion of Y-WE.  Please see the scheduled dates for both programs below and be sure you indicate which program you are applying to mentor for in your application. 
It’s very important to attend most activities for your program. We understand that there might be an occasional absence, but we do ask you to be able to fully commit to the majority of the dates of your program prior to submitting your application. If you can’t make a commitment this big—no problem—you can volunteer and support Y-WE in a way that works better with your schedule. 
Mentors of color, mentors from immigrant backgrounds, and individuals experienced with diverse populations and immigrant populations are encouraged to apply.  More than 60% of our youth participants are first generation immigrants and 90% of our youth participants are of color.

Y-WE Speak: Her Stories – Do you have a passion for art and creativity?  Do you believe that many valuable life skills can be learned thought the theater and writing?  Then this is a mentoring opportunity for you.  All events held at the Seattle Repertory Theater.  We are looking for 10 strong mentors to work with 20 dynamic young women.
Y-WE Lead: Do you believe that young women have a major role to play in determining the future of our communities and the world? Leading Together gives you the chance to mentor a group of creative, supportive, multicultural community of young women ages 13-18.  Day-long meetings likely at Neighborhood House in West Seattle; retreats likely at Camp Korey in Carnation.  We are looking for 20 strong mentors to work with 40 dynamic young women.
